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Manual: New in RADAR 10.5 + EH 2.5 
(Last updated 21 Sept 2009) 
 

There are many new features in RADAR 10.5. Some are free for existing RADAR 10 users and come with the 

10.5 download. Other features are optional modules must be ordered.  If something is unclear about your current 

package, what will be free or what you like to order, then contact your local representative. 

 

Did you install RADAR 10.5 / EH 2.5 ? 
You can see that the version 10.5 is installed in the title bar. Or you can select the menu 

Help, then About RADAR . 

In EH you can also use Help, About Encyclopeadia Homeopatica.  
 

Did you install the new Synthesis TE 2009 ? 
If you have downloaded* the new Synthesis 2009 and installed it, you can 

check if the correct new Repertory starts up when you open RADAR by 

looking at the name which is mentioned in the left upper corner of the 

Repertory window. In the example screen shot the óVeterinary versionô of 

Synthesis is shown (Vet). Also you can check if the preferred óRepertory 

Viewsô needs to be changed to the default view you want.  

(* This download will be available from 21 Sept onwards. And only available if your program already has access to this 

Synthesis TE 2009 database.  The download is an option: sometimes it needs to come via a new cd/dvd install set). 
 

Tip:  In one of the intruction videos availabe via the RADAR Freenotes, you can 

find a clear explanation how to change your short cut on the Desktop so that the 

correct Repertory is opened when RADAR starts. Also explained is how to óchange 

program settingsô after installationé.  See:  Otter R. - RADAR Tutorial ï video

The abbreviation to use in the RADAR shortcut on your desktop for the english 

Synthesis TE 2009 edition is  SE2009. For the Veterinary version it is  SE2009V. 
 

 

 

 

 

Graphical families and Schemas 
 

Using Will Taylorôs Families Repertory v.3 and Graphical families 
The free update from RADAR 10 to 10.5 includes the New Families Repertory and the 

Graphical Families access*.  (*only if your RADAR 10 included the Families option)   

 

Graphical Families (Kingdoms). 

Step 1: Be sure you have taken a few 

symptoms in one of your clipboards 

 

Step 2: Click on the Families icon (or 

Schema icon) then select Kingdoms. 

 

Step 3: 

You can move through the Kingdoms and subkingdom levels, until you reach the level you 

want.  Arriving at that level, you can then Limit  or Highlight  your analysis to the remedies of 

that group (from the Right mouse click menu). 

 

Also see the tutorial videos 
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When you go down through the structure of a Kingdom and when reach a level with no more 

sub-levels, your analysis will automatically be Limited or Highlited to that group of remedies.  

Here you have the following options : 

 

¶ Click on an icon to open that level, for example 

Plants (1). 

 

¶ You can select what should happen if you reach 

a Last-level which does not have anymore sub-

levels (2). 

 

¶ Here you can use a word search to find the 

kingdom-level you want (3). 

This will search through the Families-reperory 

(In a next free download, you will be able to 

search also through the Graphical windows and 

find where a specific family is located). 

 

You can search on a Common name or on the Latin  name. (For example óreptilesô or 

ósauropsidiaô;  ósnakesô or óserpentesô). You also can use just a óPart of the nameô, for 

example, ócomposiô searches the Family Repertory for the compositae family. 

 

 

In the example above, we clicked on the main 

kingdom Plants. The window shown at the right  

opens, where you will see all the main plant family 

groupings. 

 

Here you can do 2 things: 

¶ (left) Click  on any group to open the next level. 

 

¶ Or, if you want to use one of these large groups of 

plant families, for example the óRosidsô, RIGHT -

mouse click on it. You will see a new menu. 

 

¶ Right mouse menu : 

From this Right mouse click menu you can then 

select: 

 

¶ Highlight this famil y in the analysis, or 

¶ Limit analysis to this family 

 

Just try it out and see the result in your Analysis 

window. If you select Highlight , all remedies 

belonging to that level are highlighted ; select Limit 

Analysis to see only remedies belonging to that level 

in your analysis. 

 

Tip: It is possible to select more then one family 

group. This will be explained later on. 
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In this example the remedies of the 

Rosids are highlighted in the 

anlaysis. 
Tip: if you press here Backspace the 

last graphical window will open again 

 

 

Letôs do it again, but now we go all the way down 

to the Last level. 

Step 1: Select the Families icon 

Step 2: Click the main kingdom Plants 

Step 3: Then click on the Rosids 

Step 4: You are then in this window where you can do 

the following: 

 

¶ Click in the Top bar to go back up a level (1). 

¶ Use the Back Arrow  to go back up one level (2). 

¶ Click on Rosales to open this level (3). 

 

Lets continue and click on the Rosalesé.. 

 

In the next window you see the family Rosacea  (a 

last level). 

 

Tip:  You will know if a picture has a Next level, or 

that it is the Last level by looking at the cursor when 

holding it over a family name. 

If there is a óGraphô attached to 

the mouse pointer it is a Last level. 

Clicking on the Last level will 

Highlight or Limit analysis to that 

family. 

 

Choose Highlight selected family in the analysis to 

see these remedies highlighted in the analysis 

window. 

 

The remedies of the Rosaceae are highlighted. 

 

Tip: if you press here Backspace the last graphical 

window will open again !! 

 

 

Tip: You can watch the video of Will Taylor explaining the 

new Families in detail (available via Freenotes). 
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Select more then one family 
There are situations where you may wish to 

select more then one family. For example, 2 

plant-family groups, or a combination with a 

óSankran Miasmô and a óPlant familyô.  

In this example we start in a Plant family 

window: óthe Brassicaceaô. 

 

Step 1: To select the First family , Right 

mouse click on it. 

From the menu choose: 

Select (more then one) family  

A box appears, highlighting the first family. 

 

Tip:  you can use Ctrl + Click  if you do not want to use the Right mouse menu. 

 

Step 2: To select the Second family, again Right mouse click on a family, and choose óSelect 

(more then one) familyô. A box appears, highlighting this family. 

 

Step 3: After selecting all your families, Right mouse click again onany one of the families 

you selected.  Choose óLimit analysis to selected familiesô (Or the Highlight  option). 

 

Step 4: Because you have selected 2 or more family 

groups, the program needs to know if you want to use 

all remedies present in both groups, or if you want to 

use only those remedies which are common in both 

groups. 

In our example, where we selected 2 Plant family 

groups, we should select óAll the remediesô (because there will be no remedies common to 

both groups).  There are many different combinations of family groups to think of. 

 

Tip: Select more than one family from different windows 
It is not necessary to select families from just one window. You may select a family in a 

certain window (ctrl + click), then move through the different graphical windows to select a 

second or third family. 

 

Tip:  óCombinationô of families.  
It is also possible to select ófamily namesô  which 

represent a óCombination of familiesô (1). 

 

Tip: óEmpty familiesô - Wikipedia. 
Family names that currently contain no remedies 

in the new Families Repertory v.3 are included in 

the graphical interface without coloration.   

You can recognize them by the óWô 

mouse pointer. 

If you (left) click on it, a Wikipedia  

search starts automatically.
